Emlyn, Llanybydder, St Clears and
Whitland.

We experienced changes to the staffing
team at the beginning of the period. |
commenced my post as Principal Officer
on the 6 t of April 2009 and following Sian
EI'l ends departur evas Bet
appointed as Development Officer in
Carmarthen town and started on her work
on the 27 ™ of July 2009. We went through
a process of re -examining our staff
structure, a new comprehensive Staff
Handbook was developed (in partnership
with Mabis) and pres ented to all staff and
job descriptions and contracts were
reviewed. In addition, three new

members of staff were welcomed to the
team towards the end of the reporting
period (details on page 6 ).

Even though the Menter was established
in 2007, the offici al launch was held in
June 2009 with a number of friends and
partners joining us on the evening to
celebrate the occasion and to listen to
our guest speaker, Mr Chris Burns, Assistant
Chief Executive, Carmarthenshire County
Council.
